Topics Covered:





Sentel will send NASA a copy of June Monthly report, the one sent previously was received incomplete.


Equipment is all in except for the docking stations for the Micron.


Thinkpads came loaded with Windows for Workgroups, and pen that do not support Windows 95.  The Fujitsu comes loaded with 95 and pen drivers written for 95.  Sentel called Microsoft and IBM, they will not come out with any 95 pen drivers anytime soon.


Possible solution is to send IBM Thinkpads back and buy Fujitsu’s.


Sentel will send NASA breakdown and cost of Fujitsus and will get back with them on an answer.


Went over the Design components:


User Interface is for PRACA development - put on hold.


Database Development is for PRACA - put on hold.


Network Software - evaluate all available options to support seamless roaming, across subnets if necessary.


Data Compression - Sentel will write small application to take measurements of network performance and throughput to evaluate the need for data compression software.


CDR video conference was scheduled by NASA - Marshall representative will be contacting Sentel to discuss video conferencing hardware compatibility.


Programming & Testing:


Testing network hardware, roaming, data transfer and throughput.


PRACA issues:


NASA is still evaluating the use of Delrina in the PRACA development effort, as well as other PRACA requirements.  NASA will provide Sentel with requirements and Delrina decision by end of August.


Software Programmer’s Manual - all code that Sentel will develop.


WaveLAN configuration:  John faxed data on Point to Point diagnostics.  Have not been able to make it operational on Windows 95.  Sentel needs to look at information and assist.


NASA has turned in service requests for installation of ADs in SSPF and O&C.  Holding off on submitting network requests until evaluation of preliminary AD location is complete.


John and Diana spoke with Jim Shaver about network subnet roaming issues.


NASA has successfully setup the ADs and laptops in the wireless configuration in the lab and office environment.


Hardware distribution:


Sentel will remain with 1 Fujitsu, 2 Microns, 1 Apple Newton, 2 Thinkpads (to be returned).


NASA will have 1 Micron, 1 Apple Newton.  When the Thinkpads are returned for Fujitsus, 1 will remain at Sentel, other will be shipped to NASA.
